Basic Set-Up
Internet Connection 
Laptops (built in microphone & camera)
Cellphones (built in microphone & camera)

Minimal to no investment. 
You are already familiar with the equipment.
Like having a Zoom meeting with some people in the 
room. Speakers are tied to the computer, but there is more 
energy because some people are “present” in the room.

The goal with using the bare minimum is to have people in a room who are attending a meeting virtually.�Difficult to be ‘hybrid’.  Zoom meeting with some people who are in the same room.�Essentially an online meeting, with some people who happen to be in the same room.�What do you already have?�Cell phones and laptops are highly versatile and a widely existing resource.�Ask!  Before anything is purchased, analyze what’s available.�People.  Someone designated to help run the behind the scenes.  People are always are greatest resource, when we choose to use them.  �

I love to start with cell phones and laptops for two reasons�1) You already have them. �2)Because you have them, you already know how to use them.  ��Most of the technology we’ll be discussing today can easily connect (plug and play) to a laptop, usually with a universal connection type, like USB, Auxiliary, or Blue Tooth

People:  Some virtual, some present.  All feeling like they’re in the room together, as much as possible�The speaker at the lectern is able address both in person participants, and virtual attendees directly.�The people in the room have a clear view of the virtual participants, and more importantly the virtual participants have a view of the attendees in the room.�When a virtual speaker has the floor, they can be ‘spotlighted’ to be able to be viewed as the main picture on both in room screen, as well as the main picture by the virtual attendees.�*”They’re not in on the joke!”�The screen behind the lectern serves a few roles.  Presentation purposes of materials related to speeches.  An extension of the podium for the virtual user, who has the floor.  Bringing in the virtual audience to the room, literally.�The screen opposite side, in the rear of the room, acts an extension of the audience in the room, for the lectern speaker, to see and  speak directly with the virtual attendees.  �Pause.  That’s a lot of laptops.  There is a reason for them.  Communication.  Direct communication. �Even more of a high value add when the meeting’s core presenter is virtual.  �Lastly, the Director, or in this particular format, the Zoom Master….���



Hybrid ‘meeting in a bag’ Checklist
• Internet/WiFi
• ‘Director’, behind the scenes assistance
• Connected Devices (laptops, phones)
• Connected Mic/speaker to the online meeting
• In-room Video via webcams 
• Projector/TV 
• Time!  20-30 minutes of prep time ahead of schedule.

With the use of existing laptops, cellphones, WiFi and people, most organizations are ready to host an advanced hybrid meeting with only the addition of a projector, high quality mic/speaker, and a couple of web cameras in the room.  ��-Internet/WiFi  -Know in advance, test in advance�-’Director’  -Have someone assigned to help setup the meeting in advance.  Who’s responsible for equipment setup?�-Connected Devices: Setup, connect, open the meeting before scheduled time�-Connected Mic/Speaker:  Test before meeting begins.  Mic check, can you hear?  Can they hear you?�-Projector/TV:  Just like the Internet, mic, speaker, another item to test before the meeting officially starts�-Time!  If you haven’t guessed it yet, you’ll need to dedicate a good 20-30 minutes for setup. 
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
